Keep bystanders and children out of the
operating area.

Contact with the moving rotor will cause serious
injury.

Stay behind the handles and away from the
discharge opening while operating the machine.

Using this machine for purposes other than its
intended use could prove dangerous to you and
bystanders.

Prevent unintentional starting—Ensure that

the electric-start button is removed from the
machine before connecting the battery pack and
handling the machine.

Use your full attention while operating the
machine. Do not engage in any activity that
causes distractions; otherwise, injury or property
damage may occur.

Shut off the machine, remove the electric-start
button, remove the battery pack from the
machine, and wait for all movement to stop
before adjusting, servicing, cleaning, or storing
the machine.

Preventing Freeze-up after
Use

* In snowy and cold conditions, some controls and
moving parts may freeze. Do not use excessive
force when trying to operate frozen controls.

* After using the machine, engage the auger to clear
any remaining snow from inside the housing. Shut
off the machine, wait for all moving parts to stop,
remove the key and battery, and remove all ice
and snow from the machine.

* Clean off any snow and ice from the base of the
chute.

* Rotate the discharge chute left and right to free
it from any ice buildup.
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
